RULES

Entries: Entry blanks will be distributed to all Lampeter-Strasburg school offices the week
before the Fair. The completed entry blanks must be turned in to the respective school offices
by end of school, Tuesday, September 27, 2011. If this is not possible, all entry blanks must be
at the Fair Office by 4:00 p.m. Wednesday the day of the show. Last minute entries will not be
accepted. Use a separate entry blank for each pet. Class and categories to be entered must be
indicated.

Eligibility: The entry must be the pet of the exhibitor or his immediate family. The exhibitor is
responsible for the control of his pet at all times. The committee or judge will refuse unhealthy
or unmanageable animals. An exhibitor can be disqualified at any time for mishandling the pet.
IMPORTANT—CURRENT PROOF OF IMMUNIZATION IS REQUIRED FOR ALL
ANIMALS.

DOGS: Parvo Disease, Rabies, Distemper
CATS: Rabies and Cat Distemper
FERRETS: Distemper and Rabies

You must have a note or certificate from your veterinarian stating that your pet has received the
annual immunization by September 7, 2011 (3 weeks before the pet show). This proof of immu-
nization may be attached to your entry blank or given to the committee member who registers you
the day of the show. All birds need to have check-up in the past year. An "Animal Owner or
Caretaker's Verification of Veterinarian-Client-Patient Relationship" form must be filled out and
submitted along with entry form. A form will be attached to entry form if received at school or
there is a copy on page 170 of Fair book.

Age Divisions: All classes will be judged in each of the following age divisions:

Division I—Grades Kdg.—1—2

Division I—Grades 3—4—5

Division II—Grades 6—7—8

NOTE: If the committee feels that there are insufficient entries for judging purposes, it will com-
bine categories or divisions.

Limitations: A pet may be entered in each category only once. An entry in one category may
not be duplicated in another age division.

A child may enter more than one pet in a class, but not more than one pet in a category.

Judging: Generally the judging will be based on health, condition, grooming and training.

Judging of caged pets will include cleanliness and suitability of containers. Judges will disqual-
ify for mishandling of pets

Dogs and cats: Grooming will be judged primarily on general condition, health and cleanliness.
Pay special attention to coat, nails (dogs), ears, and eyes. Long-haired and short-haired dogs will
be judged separately in grooming. It is expected that the child grooms the dog for the show.
Dogs: Obedience judging might include such commands as “Come,” “Sit-Stay,” or “Heel.”
Judging of tricks might include the following: “Fetch,” “Speak,” “Beg,” or “Jump.” At least two
tricks required to win. Dogs must be leashed at all times.

OTHER PETS: Although exhibited at the same time, mammals and non-mammals will be judged
separately in each class.

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HEALTH INFORMATION
Requirements:

1. A Certificate of Veterinary Inspection (CVI) issued within the 30 days prior to the
opening dates of the exhibition is required. Equine Infectious Anemia (EIA) test
results and date of the test must be included on the CVI.

2. All animals must be free of infectious and contagious diseases and a statement of
this is required on the CVI (the statement is pre-printed on the CVI). Animals
appearing unhealthy upon arrival may not enter the exhibition grounds.

3. An Animal Owner or Caretaker’s Verification of Veterinarian-Client-Patient
Relationship (VCPR) form must accompany each animal, and must be presented
upon arrival at the exhibition. Forms will be available upon registration or can be
found on page 20 of Fair Book.

4. All equine animals must have tested negative for EIA by an official test within the
12 months prior to the opening date of the exhibition. A copy of the official test
results must accompany each animal to its final destination. Foals less than 6
months of age accompanied by a dam which meets the above requirements are
exempt from EIA testing requirements. If the foal is not accompanied by the dam,
a copy of the dam’s test results must accompany the foal to its final destination.

5. A current rabies vaccination administered by a licensed veterinarian is required for
animals 3 months of age and older. All vaccine label directions must be followed,
and all rabies vaccinated equine animals must be accompanied by a rabies vaccina-
tion certificate or the vaccination information must be included on the CVI. If a
rabies vaccination certificate is provided, the certificate must contain legible name
and contact information of the veterinarian who administered the vaccine and the
veterinarian’s signature. A copy of the rabies vaccination certificate is acceptable.

Any boy or girl may enter any department, division or class of the Fair unless
department rules state otherwise. You must decide in which class you want an ani-
mal to be scored for this contest since all animals (including horses) will be con-
sidered for only one class plus showmanship. Indicate class you want animal
scored in plus department head’s initial on your entry sheet.

A minimum of 100 points are needed to be a participant. All animals chosen as
prizes MUST BE SHOWN AT THE FOLLOWING YEAR’S FAIR. Therefore, only
FFA & 4-H members should choose feeder pigs.

If a contestant refuses the prizes offered they then forfeit all prize options.
Horse show participants will only be given entry points.
