1. All entries must be grown by exhibitors except in arrangement classes.
2. No exhibit entered in one class shall be eligible for premium in any other class,

except as plainly noted in premium list.
3. No exhibitor may enter more than one exhibit for competition in any class.
4. An article on display cannot be removed before Friday evening, 10:00 p.m.,

September 30th. All exhibits not claimed by 8:30 a.m. Saturday, October 1st, will
become property of the Fair, to be sold Saturday evening, and proceeds deposited in
the Fair treasury.

5. Vases for the display of cut flowers in the various classes must be furnished by the
exhibitor.

6. A display must conform to the number of blooms or stems as specified in each class.
7. The use of artificial flowers shall disqualify an exhibit.
8. The Judge may withhold awards where he/she feels the entry is not worthy.
9. Basis for judging—Uniform size and condition of foliage and/or stem.
10. If you receive payment for doing flower arranging you may only enter in the

Florist and Professional Grower Classes.

Pots not to exceed 10" in width (inside diameter) and
plants must be growing in said container two months prior to Fair.
